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SAFETY

Congratulations on purchase of your Protero RC 212 Dump N Go grass catcher!
You will stay on your tractor seat and enjoy a beautiful lawn for a long time to come.

Please read and be familiar with the operator’'s manuals that came with your anovggass catcher. These
manuals provide information for the safest and most effective use of your equipment. If younaeenot
operator’s manuals for your mower and for your collection system, please contactgleutaebtain them.

The Dump N Go catcher simply replaces the bag-type catcher in your collectem;sys all safety guidelines
in your operator’'s manual for the collection system apply to your Dump N Go as well. Do raiepper
allow others to operate your Dump N Go catcher without thorough review and training ohtpesmnt safety
guidelines.

For your convenience, here are some basic safety guidelines that your operatorls milracever:

Before you operate your material collection system:
Understand the machine safety labels, and pay attention to the symbols for DANGERIIM@ and
CAUTION.
WARNING: Objects may be thrown from mower.
Do not open catcher while blades are turning.
Shut off engine if getting off mower to inspect catcher.
Operate mower with complete bagging attachment in place
If necessary, use proper front counterweight. Remove counterweight when thel malteogon
system is removed.
Hopper extends beyond vehicle. Be aware of surrounding objects when making short turns.
Do not operate material collection system unless entire grass catastersetl in place with the hopper
cover securely latched.
Do not let anyone ride on the mower or material collection system. Riders ard subjgoy such as
being struck by foreign objects or being thrown off. Riders may obstruct the operatarandeause

a collision.
Before you inspect catcher or unplug chute:
Stop mower.
Disengage mower PTO.
Stop engine.

Before you back up:
Stop machine.
Look behind hopper for children or pets.

Operate safely on slopes:
Dump catcher when half full.
Do not operate on steep slopes.
Before you turn, slow down.
Avoid holes, rocks, and roots.
Mow up and down - not across slopes.
Do not park mower with material collection system on slopes.



Parking Safely:
Stop machine on a level surface, not a slope.
Disengage PTO.
Wear close fitting clothing and safety equipment appropriate for the job.
Always wear safety goggles or safety glasses with side shields whetirogpéne machine.
Wear a suitable protective device such as earplugs. Loud noise can cause impailssrufdrearing.
Do not wear radio or music headphones. Safe service and operation requires your folhattenti

Practice Safe Maintenance:
Understand service procedures before doing work. Keep area clean and dry.
Never service or adjust any part of the collection system while the mower is méiaeg safety
devices in place and in working condition. Keep hardware tight.
Keep all parts in good condition and properly installed. Fix damage immediately.c&elian or
broken parts. Remove any buildup of debris.
Unauthorized modifications to the collection system may impair its function agtg.s&fo not tamper
with its original design.

ASSEMBLY:

STEP 1:

®

[

Place part (B) into part (A) and insert two 4v2” long, 3/8” diameter bolts (1) thru holes.
Tighten both bolts (1) with two 3/8” nylock nuts (2).

Place the support wire (D) in the groove of the wire clip (C). Place against back @)péning
up the two holes in (C) with the slot in (A).

Insert two 1” long, 3/8” diameter bolts (3) with washers (4), thru the holes in (C).

On the front side of (A), place a washer (4) on each bolt (3) coming out of the slot.

Put on two 3/8” nylock nuts (2), bdb notfully tighten.

Insert the straight support rod (E) thru the middle hole
in (A). Make sure nub on (E) is on right side when
visually facing rear of mower.

Insert the small bridge pin (5) through the hole in the
rod.

The two ends of the support wire (D) will insert into
the twosmaller holes behind the seat of the mower.

Above figure is partial view of top rear of the mower.



STEP 2:

First, place the small tab at the bottom of the mount assembly (C) into the secoraivstbefright
on the rear plate (A) of the mower.

Insert the two ends of the support wire (2) into the two small holes behind the seat (B).
Make sure the support wire is level and fully tighten the two nylock nuts.

STEP 3:

Line up the holes on the catcher body (A) and the dump lever assembly (B).

Insert four Phillips head truss bolts (1) thru the holes from the inside of the catcher body.

Use four, 1/4” nylock nuts (2) to fasten bolts (1). Make sure nuts are fully tightened sis there
play with the plates of the dump lever assembly.

Place tabs of catcher hinge assembly (C) to outside frame of (A), and match shernhible outside.
Insert two, 2” long, 3/8” diameter bolts (3) on each side.

Place washers (4) over the bolts (3) on the inside of (A) and tighten with 3/8” nylock nuts (5).
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STEP 4:

Place the bottom slotted bracket (1) around the mount assembly and onto the rod (2) below the
support wire.
Position the top bracket (3) around the mount assembly and line up the holes.

Insert the 5” bent pin (1)
through the top bracket and
mount assembly (2).

Insert the larger bridge pin (3)
into the small hole in the bent

pin (1).



STEP 5:

Line up the hinges on door assembly (B),
with the hinges on the catcher hinge
assembly.

Keep the hinges on (B) on the right side
with the hinges on the catcher hinge
assembly on the left.

Through each set of hinges (2), inserta 1”
long, 3/8” diameter bolt (1).

Tighten each bolt with 3/8” nylock nuts

3).



STEP 6:

Place the catcher hood (A) hinges around the top
holes of the mount assembly (1).

Line up the holes of the hood and the mount
assembly.

Place a washer (3) and a 7” long, 3/8” diameter bolt
(2) thru holes of the hood hinges and mount
assembly.

Place a washer (3) at the other end of the bolt and
tighten with a 3/8” nylock nut (4).



STEP 7:

Insert hinge rod right (1) through washer (2) and hole in dump lever assembly. The rod should benc

towards the catcher door.
On the opposite side, place a washer (2) over the end of the hinge rod.

Insert cotter pin (3) into hole on the end of the rod.

Use pliers to bend out the ends of the cotter pin around the end of the rod.
Repeat the instructions above for the opposite side of the dump lever assembly.
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STEP 8:

Screw rod end (2) onto the straight end of the hinge rod (1).
Does not necessarily need to be tight. Adjustments may be
required.

Insert a 2%2" long, 3/8” diameter bolt (3) thru a washer (4) and
catcher door from the inside.

Place a washer (4), and rod end (2) on the outside of the door
over the hole and insert the bolt (3) thru the holes.

Tighten with a 3/8” nylock nut (5).

Repeat the instructions above for the opposite side of the
catcher door.

NOTE: Extra washers are provided to space the rod ends further from
the door if necessary.

Rod ends may need adjustment by either screwing or unscrewing
to change the overall length of the rod. This is required for good
closure of the catcher door to ensure a proper seal.

Dump lever handle may need to be bent out slightly to clear mower fender whemtopgthe dump
lever.
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STEP 9:

Attach the intake (1) from the mower deck into the intake seal (2).

Proper intake provided by John Deere.

We warrant each new Dump N Go catcher to be fima fnanufacturing defects in normal
service for a period of 12 months from the purcldete.

Our obligation under this warranty is expresslyited, at our option, to the replacement or
repair at PROTERO Inc. (New Hope, MN), or at a ervacility designated by us, of such part
or parts as inspected shall disclose to have befattive. This warranty does not apply to
defects caused by improper installation, damaganogasonable use (including failure to
provide reasonable and necessary maintenance).

All warranty claims must be pre-approved. We shatlbe liable for any claims or fees not
pre-approved. Replacement parts will be sent mogehvia UPS Ground. Expedited shipping
services are available for an additional fee.
